Karachi, Aug 24: Sindh Institute of Urology and Transplantation has so far provided treatment to over 35,000 people in the
flood affected areas. The SIUT established six medical relief camps in the flood affected areas in different parts of the country.
The relief and medical-care operation of the SIUT started its operation on the 5th of this month.

SIUT teams comprising doctors and para-medical staff. These teams were assisted by mobile teams.  The entire medical
relief operation is being carried of under the supervision of Dr. Adib Rizvi.

The first medical relief base camp of SIUT started working from the 5th of this month in collaboration with Gambat Institute
of Medical Sciences at Jamsher Bund near Peer-Jo-Goth in Khairpur district. A team of 16 members provided medical
treatment to the displaced persons and then further divided into 3 mobile teams on the embankments in the area.

The second medical relief camp of SIUT was set up at The Girls College, Sijawal on the 11th of August. This included a 10
member’s team starting treatment from the base camp. In Sijawal, Mobile teams provided treatment in the affected areas
are Syed Pur, Shabbir Solangi, Ramzan Mallah, Naseer Solangi, Abdullah Panhwar, Wahid Dino Panhwar, Paagri, Ayub
Jakhro, Fawad Shah Farm, Qasim Maachi, Allah Dino Mallah, Shaban Mallah, Parai, Piru parai, Karimi Dahri, Bachu Dahri.
The four mobile teams treated the displaced person at Ghora Bari, Sanwalpur, Juman Buriro, Gaheja Goth, Abdullah Amro,
Bhali Stop, Ayub Goth, , Chilia Patan and Minarki on the embankment of the surrounding areas.

The third medical relief camp of SIUT was set up at the Cheblani Medical Centre, Near Masoom Shah Minar on 16th August.
This included an 8 members of team which moved to Shikarpur, Ghows Pur and also attended the displace person at
Shikarpur –Sukkur bye pass. This team also attended the 4 camps in Sukkur managed by Edhi Foundation. It was also
divided in 4 mobile teams for displaced person’s treatment making daily visits.

The fourth medical relief camp of SIUT started functioning with 6 members’ team in Muzaffar garh, Multan on 17th of
August. The SIUT team also treated displaced persons of Sultan Colony, Kot Addu, Sanawan, Pathan Hotel and Bugga Shair.
Here there were also 2 mobile teams attending the displaced persons daily.

On the 18th of this month, the fifth medical relief camp of SIUT was set up at Dera Jamali Seven member SIUT team
travelled from Quetta to the area to establish the camp.
They established the camp at Och Power station and the mobiles team attended the displaced persons in Pat Feeder
Canal embankments moving to villages and sub-villages. 3 mobile teams were set up to attend the displaced persons in
the area.

The Sixth medical relief camp of SIUT started functioning from 22nd of August at Noshehra, at Khyber Pukhtunkhwa
comprising of 6 member’s team.

Among the overall flood affected population which SIUT treated in different areas included fifty percent were children.
The common diseases that were encountered were in the flood affected areas included gastroenteritis, skin diseases,
malaria, Pneumonias in children, snake and scorpion bites and heat stroke were other medical problems that figured
prominently in the affected areas.

In this whole operation, Edhi Foundation generously donated ambulances in the camps while PIA supported for free logistic
of goods for medical relief camps. We are humbled by the donations by the civil society for purchase of medicine. We
gratefully acknowledge everyone for their contributions.
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
